9. No one may prompt performers from the audience.
Awards:
Gold, silver, and blue (participant) ribbons will be awarded for performances. A silver ribbon will be awarded for performance scores of 82% to 86%, a gold ribbon will be awarded for performance scores of 87% and above.
Gala Honours Concert:
This concert is planned by the Festival Committee, in consultation with the adjudicators. Performers will be invited by Thursday March 14th, 2024. The Honours Concert will be held at the Island Gospel Fellowship Hall on Saturday, March 16th at 7:00 PM. Doors open at 6:30 PM. Admission is $25.00 for families, $10.00 for adults, $5.00 for children over 5 and free for children 5 and under. No advance tickets will be sold.

Any complaints or protests must be made in writing with a $5.00 complaint fee addressed to the
Vice President at Box 1394, Burns Lake, BC V0J 1E0.

No cameras or recording equipment are permitted during performances.
Competitors may be posed during intermission or at the end of the session.
